Changing accommodation, showers and after race refreshments are available at our club house, Belgrave Hall,  in Denmark Road. 
The course. We have made a minor change this year.  It now starts and finishes a couple of hundred metres to the west of the area we have recently used and is on a flat open area towards the Fox & Grapes pub.  The lap will be about 200 metres longer than it has been in recent years.
Car parking. Parking in the residential roads near our club house and to the east of the Common is restricted and you’ll need to “pay and display”.  You may be lucky enough to find a free space on The Causeway or near the Fox & Grapes – but don’t bank on it. The car park at the Windmill should provide plenty of space but will involve a ten minute jog (following the course) to the start/finish.
Public transport.  There are frequent trains to Wimbledon Station and from there it’s a 15-20 minute walk to Belgrave Hall or you can catch a 200 bus up Wimbledon Hill and along Ridgway. 93 buses run between Putney and Wimbledon Station and go along Parkside to the east of the Common; to get to the start ask for the War Memorial and then walk the length of The Causeway to the start; to get to the club house ask for the top of Wimbledon Hill and then walk along Ridgway.
Officials. If anyone cares to lend a hand to help us man the start/finish area and perhaps act as a recorder or funnel steward your assistance would be greatly appreciated.
